Village Manager’s Report

Former Interim Village Manager Trevor Davis was in the audience and requested to speak by Mayor Covington. He then introduced the new Village Manager Lafayette Linear.

Manager Linear thanked the Board for the opportunity to serve and he had no report since it was his second day on the job. 

Mayor asked Mr. Davis if he had anything to report. He mentioned how much he enjoyed the past month serving and learning about the Village. He has witnessed good activity and room for growth.

Trustee Oscar Brown welcomed Manager Linear and requested an update from Atty. Miles regarding Regent Road. Atty. Miles reported that the letter of credit has been submitted to the bank. Once the funds are received the street paving will be scheduled.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Covington reported on the numerous meetings she has attended with various board members and staff. Mayor has received compliments on her leadership and Village representation. 

Mayor then reported on Trustees Griffin and Larry Brown’s upcoming meeting with Aldi’s and the implementation of employee of the week. The employee of the week recipient receives a paid day off, a complimentary lunch and a certificate of appreciation.

Committee & Commission Reports

Trustee Roudez announced for the Parks & Recreation Committee that the Men’s Softball League starts this Sunday, July 3, 2011. The British Soccer Camp has begun.

Trustee Payton reported for the Human Services and Special Events Committee on the upcoming events that are being planned: Veterans Day, Breast Cancer Awareness, etc. Family Fling date has changed to August 20th and assistance is needed by Manager Linear to have department heads attend the next meeting. School supply donation requests have begun with the local churches and industrial park businesses, the motorcycle club will participate in the parade and give free rides (Village waiver will be required), food vendors are requested (first come-first serve basis to ensure no duplications). The Committee would like to work with Parks & Recreation to bring back Idol Talent Show. 

Trustee Payton also reported on the Finance Committee. Ms. LaVerne Williams agreed to return (8) tapes to the Village Manager. Golf club inventory will be forwarded to the Committee, ADP and Paycor (payroll processing companies) will give presentations to the Board to consider a company change, a remedy to the cash flow is being discussed, and a copy of an award winning budget from Hanover Park is being reviewed as a communication document to be replicated for the Village.

Mayor Covington requested volunteers for all Village committees and functions, she clarified that the Senior Citizen Committee is not included with any other committee or organization. She wants to create an Ethics Committee and provide Roberts Rules of Order training for all Village committees.

E-4:
Reports Of Other Officers

Finance Director Sevier announced that there are two (2) days remaining to purchase new vehicle stickers. Village Hall will stay open until 6:30 pm, as it has all week, and stickers must be purchased and displayed by July 1 to avoid penalty.

Community & Economic Development Director Porter announced Will County Workforce Mobile will discontinue Village Hall weekly visits. Only five (5) other locations will continue, due to low participation. The closest visiting site will be Governors State University. Mayor Covington voiced her discouragement upon hearing about the Will County Workforce. She is encouraging residents to take advantage of this free service and asked if the site schedule can be posted on the website and made available at Village Hall. Director Porter stated she would forward the information to IT and have schedule copies at Village Hall.

Reports of Other Officers continued

Public Works Director Townsend reported that with the record breaking weather, pothole and street light repairs have been hindered. When the surfaces dry, repairs will resume. He urges the residents to continue to report places that need attention.

Mayor Covington asked Director Townsend to elaborate on the meeting with Aqua Illinois.

Director Townsend responded that the meeting with the Vice President and Operations Manager of Aqua IL was very receptive to the needs and wants of the Village. Aqua IL will be conducting several workshops throughout the year to keep residents informed. He also discussed the Illiana Public Hearing in Matteson regarding the Illiana Highway.             

Parks & Recreation Director Childress announced that 67 day campers are attending the first session. Enrollment for the second session will end July 6, 2011. South Suburban Football League is collaborating with Parks & Recreation to conduct a football clinic beginning July 5th for ages 9 – 14. She thanked the University Park Fire Department for quickly responding to an incident that occurred with a young camper this week. She continued to announce Movies at the Park will be held Saturday, July 2, 7:30 – 10 pm. Please bring lawn chairs to Palmer Park to enjoy the evening. 

University Golf Club & Conference Center General Manager Blockoms announced the financial success occurring at the club from golf outings and banquets. He encouraged residents to attend Night Golf Luau fundraiser, Thursday, August 4 at 6:30 pm. The night is to raise money for the Thanksgiving dinner giveaway to deserving families in University Park.

Police Deputy Chief Box reported three (3) new officers will graduate from the academy this Thursday. Truck enforcement violations are being reinforced daily.

Trustee Griffin inquired if the JCM vendor for police uniforms has been rectified. Director Sevier replied that he would look into the payment status.
