E-1:
Village Manager’s Report

Village Manager Linear reported that he is moving forward with the process of hiring a new Police Chief and Finance Director.

Trustee Griffin:  The sidewalk at 623 Old Forge Lane is in disrepair.    

Director Townsend:  He has looked into this matter and one of the issues is that this problem is related to the sale of the property.

Trustee Griffin commented that he wants the Village Manager to meet with Clorox to discuss the hiring of Village residents.

Trustee Brown:  There are outstanding balances due from individuals at the University Golf Club & Conference Center and he wants the Village Manager to look into this matter.  Manager Linear indicated that collection letters would be sent to individuals with an outstanding balance.

Trustee Payton:  One of the walls in the meeting room at 90 Towncenter needs to be repaired as there is bx cable coming out of it.  

Trustee O. Brown asked about the status of Regent Road.  

Attorney Miles:  A Letter of Credit was presented and the bank has agreed to pay; he will check on it tomorrow.   

Public Works Director Townsend:  We have received a punch list on what needs to be done on Regent Road and are taking the steps for it to be repaired  and functional by fall.

Trustee O. Brown:  What is the status of the annexations that the Village is pursuing? Forest Miles:  We have a public hearing coming up in the near future.

Mayor Covington inquired about the signage at the Towncenter.  Director of Public Works Jerry Townsend indicated that he had received a quote and it should be in place in two weeks.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Covington reported on the numerous meetings she has attended with various board members and staff. 

Mayor Covington introduced Joe Martin, Executive Director of Diversity, Inc., and he stated that this group started out as the Fair Housing Legal Action Committee with 

leadership from Park Forest South (University Park), Park Forest, Hazel Crest, Country Club Hills, Calumet Park, Blue Island and Glenwood.  Diversity, Inc. is a coalition of local governments addressing issues impacting multicultural communities.  He believes that a truly diverse residential environment provides greater employment, educational and cultural opportunities.  Diversity, Inc. is a membership based and operated organization that meets every other month; the Executive Committee meets every month.  

Mr. Martin announced that their annual dinner will be held on September 21, 2011 at the Olympia Fields Country Club.  

Mayor Covington also reported that the Village plans to provide transportation service for Village residents through Pace,and this service should be in place within 60-90 days.

E-3:
Committee & Commission Reports

Trustee Williams:  Attended an IDOT meeting and reported on the progress of the I-57 Interchange project.  She indicated that IDOT is waiting for the Village to match the local funds for this project.  

Manager Linear:  There is no money due at this time; money will be expended during Phase 2 of the project.

Chris Degiantis, Crawford, Murphy, & Tilly:  IDOT has completed Phase I, are moving into Phase 2, and are on track for 2012 construction.

Trustee Payton reported on Back To School Family Fling, with emphasis on Family - we want parents and the family to attend.  He stated that Johnna Townsend and Neva Jenkins have been working hard on the parade, and it will begin at 10:00 a.m.  Some of the events at Family Fling will include: music, vendors, line dance demonstration, three-on-three basketball, free ATV and motorcycle rides, free food for a while, food vendors, kid’s zone, free face painting, Dimples the Clown, beer tent, senior bingo, and the day will culminate with fireworks.  A shuttle bus service will be available to the residents.

Reports Of Other Officers

Deputy Chief Gregory Box:  Tickets are being issued to residents who did not purchase their Village stickers by the deadline.  Stickers should have been purchased and displayed by July 1. Parks & Recreation Director Keely Lewis-Childress:  Encouraged residents of Thornwood House and Hickory Creek Apartments to sign up for transportation to Family Fling.  Also, the last day for the Idol search trials is Friday, August 12 at 4:00 p.m. at 90 Towncenter.
